Research Paper

We will work on the paper in class, spending days both in the Media Center and the Writing Lab.  Note, however, that you will find it necessary to work on this project outside of class. Research Requirements:

· 20 working note cards, minimum, with bibliography info included on back. (1 note per card)
· 15 citations within the research paper, minimum.  5 of the 15 citations must be different sources!
REMEMBER: The source must appear in the paper itself in order for it to appear on the Works Cited page at the end of your paper!
· 1500 word minimum paper is required (approximately 5-10 pages) ** 5 page maximum 

Other Requirements:

· Read, understand, and refer to the Research Guide found at www.wheelerlibrary.com. 
· Do not attempt to submit a photocopy in lieu of a note card.

· Plan to type your research paper in APA style, 12-point font, Times New Roman ONLY.
· Bring all necessary materials to class every day.  
· Turn in all preliminary work on time.

· No more than 2 VALID online resources (NO Wikipedia, personal blogs, etc.)
· At least 3-5 database resources found on Wheelerlibrary.com (Gale, MAS Ultra, etc.)

· Your final draft, with Works Cited, is due Week of March 18th, 2019.
· All preliminary work will count for a grade (See Research Process Due Dates handout)
· Your research paper project will count as 200 points of your grade.
· You are expected to submit a copy of your FINAL research paper and Works Cited page to Turnitin.com. THIS IS ONE WORD DOCUMENT.
· No late papers will be accepted.  Even if you are absent on the due date, I must receive your paper by the deadline. NO EXCEPTIONS!
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
